darkened)
5. Men hurt by locusts with bite of scorpians
6. Invasion of army of from the East of 200,000,000 
men; kills 1/3 of the men; no repentance

6. Gathering of nations for Armageddon
7. Amazing physical events: Earthquake, mountains 
and islands are swallowed up, cities split into parts, 
100 lb. hailstones.
